Pressure-treated pine is recog-
nized by all major building codes
and regulatory agencies for use in
both new construction and remod-
eling projects. The wood is safe
and will not harm people, plants
or animals. The most common
waterborne preservative used to
treat the wood is known as chro-
mated copper arsenate. During the
pressure-treating process, the
preservative is permanently
bonded deep within the wood’s
fiber. The U.S. Environmental
Protection Agency, the Consumer
Product Safety Commission and
many other agencies have found it
to be safe when properly used.

Just as with any building
material, however, it’s important

to follow safe construction prac-
tices when working with pressure
treated Southern Pine. Always
wear eye goggles and a dust mask
when sawing or machining wood.
Do not burn treated wood. Dispose
of any scraps through regular
trash collection.
