A few tips—including renting
the right-sized truck and having
a packing plan—can help make
the move to college go smoothly.

* Pack Smart. Bring only
what you really need. Load the
heaviest items into the truck first.
To avoid injury, always bend your
knees and lift with your legs;
never lift with your back.

e Use Accessories. Boxes,
packing tape, bubble wrap, mov-
ing blankets and hand trucks are
all essential moving tools that can
help protect your items during
your move.
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Smooth Move—Reserving a mov-
ing truck at least two weeks early
can make the move to college a
little easier.

¢ Safety and Security. Trucks
are taller, wider, heavier and
require more stopping distance
than the vehicle you are likely used
to driving. Drive slower and take
extra precautions, especially when
the truck is loaded. To ensure a
smooth moving day, pick up your
truck a day early. Practice driving
it. When traveling, park in well-lit
areas and padlock the rear door.
