The attraction is a
lively compliment to other down-
town activities such as harbor
tours, historic Hampton Carousel,
the Virginia Air & Space Center
and the Riverside IMAX Theater.

“We are hoping the opening of
this center will introduce our visi-
tors to the wonders of the Ocean
Worlds, and in turn inspire them
to protect the environment in
which they live,” said Robert
Steele, vice president of finance
for the Cousteau Society.
